Sharpening with The Tormek System d Jim Plant

The tormek system consists of a slow speed, water cooled grinder and a strop wheel, along
with many accessories to hold and position chisels, blades, knives and any other things

requiring sharpening.

The biggest advantage of the Tormek system is the precise grind and hone that can be
achieved with the slow speed and the water cooling. The biggest disadvantage is the time it
takes to achieve this grind. The cost ranges from about $600 for the wheel and some basic

accessories to about $1000 for a complete system. Thanks Jim for the excellent presentation.
